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Each year ISU and Iowa Crop Improvement 
Association conduct public yield performance 
tests for commercial corn and soybean 
varieties at 15 locations across Iowa. 
 
Iowa Crop Performance Tests–Corn is 
conducted to provide information farmers 
need to select the best hybrids for their 
production conditions. 2018 was the 99th 
consecutive year for the test.
