Western Historical Manuscript
Collection-Columbia

Several significant World War II-
related collections are among the re-
cent acquisitions now available at the
WHMC-C. The Mixer Family Papers
include correspondence regarding the
interment of John Mixer in Holland,
letters from the Dutch family who
adopted his gravesite, and photo-
graphs of Mixer during the war. The
Thornton Family Papers contain cor-
respondence and military records of
Alvin ]. Thornton, a B-24 pilot shot
down over Austria and imprisoned for
10 months. The W. Lyle Fitzgerald
Papers and Ralph ]. Shaw Papers in-
clude war letters of two decorated
Army veterans who served in the Phil-
ippines and France, respectively. Pho-
tos and correspondence of a naval of-
ficer in the Pacific can be found in
the Robert E. Bussabarger Papers.

As a partner in the Veterans History
Project sponsored by the American

Folklife Center, the WHMC-C is
collecting taped interviews and tran-
scripts of WWII veterans in Cass
County, Missouri. Additionally, new
interviews from the ongoing Missouri
Ex-POWs Oral History Project re-
cently became accessible to research-

Since it was launched in June 2000,
Ohio Memory has placed more than
25,000 images of photographs, arti-
facts, archives, manuscripts, natural
history specimens, and published
materials on-line at <heep://
www.ohiomemory.org/>. The digi-
tal scrapbook now includes contri-
butions from 320 organizations
across Ohio. Project partners for
Ohio Memory are the Ohio Library
Council, OhioLINK, INFOhio, the
Ohio Historical Records Advisory
Board, the Ohio Public Library In-
formation Network (OPLIN), the
Ohio Bicentennial Commission, and
the State Library of Ohio.

The Ohio State University,
Byrd Polar Research Center
Archival Program

The Byrd Polar Research Center Ar-
chival Program (BPRCAP) is among
33 archives across the country that
have been awarded preservation funds
to save American “orphan” films that
are not preserved by commercial in-
terests. Polar Curator Laura Kissel

wrote the successful grant proposal on
behalf of The Ohio State University
Libraries. Funds totaling $5,010 from
the National Film Preservation Foun-
dation will preserve two films from
the Harrison H. Richardson collec-
tion. Richardson was the meteorologi-
cal observer on the U.S. Antarctic Ser-
vice Expedition, 1939-1941,
Admiral Richard Byrd’s third expe-
dition to Antarctica. The film is be-
lieved to be some of the first color
footage shot in Antarctica.

The Admiral Richard E. Byrd Collec-
tion is rich in original historical ma-
terial, particularly from Byrd’s earlier
expeditions. The collection also holds
a relatively small quantity of materi-
als from subsequent missions. The
U.S. government, the official sponsor
for the U.S. Antarctic Service Expe-

dition, maintains the expedition’s
official records in the National Ar-
chives. As part of its collecting man-
date, the BPRCAP collects docu-
mentation and artifacts that
complement existing collections. In
2001, Dr. Richardson’s son donated
3.5 cubic feet of material, including
18 reels of original 16mm film that
Richardson himself shot during the
U.S. Antarctic Service Expedition
and Operation Highjump, 1946~
1947.

The preservation work will entail
cleaning and repair of the original
film, and then transfer to 16mm
internegatives and 16mm prints.
From the new 16mm prints, a
Digibeta, VHS, and DVD will be pro-
duced. This will allow the BPRCAP
to produce viewing copies for patrons
while preserving the original films and
film preservation masters in the cli-
mate-controlled stacks of Ohio State’s
Book Depository/Archives building.
ColorLab, in Rockville, Maryland,
will complete the preservation work.

PRESERVATION ESSENTIALS

Caring for Pueblo Pottery in the Archives: Not
featured in an M.L.S. program near you ...
Why, you may ask, does a discussion of pottery reach a
column devoted to archive preservation? In recent years a
frequent topic in the print literature, on Listservs, and in
the myriad programs and workshops we are rushing to
attend is, among others, the highly relevant topic of elec-
tronic records preservation, which should, of course, be
expected. Unfortunately (or is it fortunately?), we are asked
to preserve many other unusual records and objects that
can, in some situations, take up as much of our time as
those degrading disks and tapes, left at our doorstep each
day. Thus, a scenario that I think many archivists experi-
ence at one time or another: unexpectedly inheriting an
unusual collection that poses more preservation and docu-
mentation challenges than one ever imagined and, more
importantly, finding that a wealth of literature, on-line
resources, and many able and helpful colleagues are avail-
able and ready to assist an archivist in need. Although my
main responsibility at Illinois Wesleyan University (IWU)
is to serve as archivist and special collections librarian of a
primarily paper-based collection, I also find myself the
curator of a nineteenth-century collection of pueblo pot-
tery: artifacts that are important to IWU, not only as a
body of artistic and cultural artifacts but as a legacy of
John Wesley Powell, the collection’s donor and an TWU
faculty member in the nineteenth century.

The collection of over 100 specimens of pottery and a
few wooden and basketry objects was presented to WU
in the mid 1880s by John Wesley Powell (1834-1902),
explorer, scientist, and teacher. Objects of Zuni, Hopi,
and Acoma provenance were gathered during expeditions
carried out in 1879, 1881, and 1884, by staff from the
Smithsonian Institution’s Bureau of American Ethnology;
the artifacts were transferred to the U.S. National Mu-
seumn (USNM) for curation. Powell served as the bureau’s
first director, 1879-1902. These expeditions of the 1870s
and 1880s represent some of the first efforts to document
the cultures of the Southwest and to collect representative
artifacts. Powell is best known for being the first white
American to successfully navigate the Colorado River
through the Grand Canyon in 1869. His other explora-
tions of the Western frontier in the late nineteenth cen-
tury included a survey of the Continental Divide and
an ethnological study of Western Indians. Powell was

also the founder of the National Geographic Society in
1888, and the second director of the U.S. Geologic
Survey (1881-1894).

Powell received an honorary M.A. and later a Ph.D.
from I'WU’s external degree program and served here as
professor of natural sciences from approximately 1865
to 1867. During his tenure at IWU, Powell organized a
natural history museum on campus, designed the uni-
versity seal, Scientia et Sapientia (knowledge and wis-
dom), and led I'WU students on some of his celebrated
expeditions to the West. From the late 1800s until to-
day, the pottery collection has been stored or displayed
in various locations and under varying conditions on
the IWU campus, and since the mid-1960s, it was on
permanent display at the university’s main library. In
1943, a fire destroyed Hedding Hall (Old Main), the
campus building that housed IWU’s sizeable natural
history collection. Fortunately, at the time of the fire,
the pottery itself was on display on the third floor of
Buck Memorial Library and thus escaped the devastat-
ing flames, but the fire destroyed records that accom-
panied the artifacts at the time of their original transfer
to IWU. Additionally, some of the pottery was repaired
on previous occasions; however, those repairs are not
documented. Thus, the age of those repairs and their
long-term viability are uncertain. The only information
that survives here about the original transfer of the arti-
facts consists of labels, presumably placed on the items
at the time of their arrival on campus in the late 1800s;
some of these labels are missing and the remaining ones
are brittle and difficult to read. Fortunately, the BAE
Annual Reports, registrarial records at Smithsonian In-
stitution Archives, and records of the USNM ethno-
graphic and archaeological collections, housed both at
the National Museum of Natural History and the Na-
tional Anthropological Archives of the Smithsonian In-
stitution, may allow me to retrace the provenance and
original context of this collection (I am still tracking
down these leads; I owe much gratitude to staff at the
Smithsonian Institution for identifying relevant infor-
mation and records in their holdings).

In addition to documenting the complete provenance of
these unique artifacts and thus confirming their exact age

brought in on the process: the lighting would be in-
stalled inside the cases. Part of the challenge the initial
designers had to face was that the first-floor rotunda
opens to the second floor. That aesthetic highlight
needed to be preserved and thus could not be obstructed
by additional lighting fixtures. The initial plans called
for a closed but vented base for the light fixtures and
vents at the top of each case. It seemed immediately
apparent that the space would have a significant amount
of both artificial and natural light, say nothing about heat-
producing ballasts in the base. After much research into
various types of lighting, including illuminating the ex-
hibit cases with a prismatic film-light piping system or a
halogen bulb-fiber optic cable lighting system, we
(or maybe our budget) chose the still commonly used,
cool-burning fluorescent light fixtures. The ballasts are
installed at the top but inside the cases. There is a three-
inch space between the fluorescent tubes and the milk
glass diffuser at the top of each case that, in combina-
tion with a fan and vents in each unit, sufficiently elimi-
nates heat build-up.

The cases are constructed of solid mahogany with re-
movable glass shelves. Had the interior of the cases been
covered with particle board, I would have specified that
the designer apply a widely-used sealant to prevent off-
gassing. But since we could use mahogany for both the
interior and exterior, we instead added an exhibit qual-
ity, terra cotta-colored, polyester cloth at the bottom of
the cases. Since the library is controlled with a zoned
HVAC system it has allowed us to keep the rotunda at
a slightly lower temperature than the rest of the build-
ing, although this is only partially effective. Further-
more, we learned through diligent monitoring of tem-
perature and relative humidity (using display case
thermo hygrometers and a handheld digital thermo
hygrometer) within the case, that in early spring and
late fall when neither the cooling or heating on campus
is turned on, the climate in the library and thus inside
the cases is less than desirable. But for the rest of the
year we are confident that the exhibit case environment
is being maintained at acceptable, though certainly not
ideal, levels. We plan to experiment using moisture-
sensitive silica material designed to offset changes in
relative humidity.

Finally, moving day arrived in March 2003, and Spe-
cial Collections staff moved the collection to the
university’s new Ames Library. After investigating hir-
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ing a professional company to move the pottery across
campus and considering available funds, we chose to
move the collection ourselves. Armed with protective
gloves, conservation dust cloths, soft fibrous bristle
brushes, and a low-volt vacuum, we minimally and care-
fully cleaned and then wrapped each piece in acid-free,
unbuffered interleaving paper and bubble wrap, and
placed them inside sturdy archival, oversized storage
boxes. No doubt we all breathed a sigh of relief and
thanks when the entire pottery collection arrived safely
in its splendid new home at The Ames Library. Of
course, safeguarding the collection is an ongoing pro-
cess and includes continued monitoring of the exhibit
case climate, limiting excessive light exposure whenever
possible, and examining the individual objects periodi-
cally for signs of damage.

Digital Preservation Program Seeks Partners
Under Program Announcement

The National Digital Information Infrastructure and Pres-
ervation Program (NDIIPP) is secking proposals for part-
nership projects that will support development of the digi-
tal preservation infrastructure. A program announcement
to “Support Building a Network of Partners” was issued.

This announcement represents the beginning of the next
phase of NDIIPP. In December 2002, the U.S. Congress
approved NDIIPP’s “Preserving Our Digital Heritage:
Plan for the National Digital Information Infrastructure
and Preservation Program,” making it possible for the li-
brary to proceed with the work of developing an infra-
structure for the collection and preservation of digital
materials.

The NDIIPP plan outlines three broad categories of in-

vestment projects:
* Practical applications and models
* The digital preservation technical architecture

* Basic digital preservation research

This program announcement is for projects that focus on
the first investment category. Other announcements may
follow.

NDIIPP is a nationwide initiative led by the Library of
Congress. The library has a strong interest in forming
partnerships with a wide range of stakeholders as it works
to develop a network of committed organizations and in-
stitutions, with defined roles and responsibilities, in the
collection and preservation of significant digital materials.

Under this announcement, awards of between $500,000
and $3 million will be made for periods of performance
of one to three years.

become familiar with the NDIIPP plan.
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The library expects to post answers to frequently asked
questions during the term of this announcement. Appli-
cants are encouraged to check back frequently for responses
to these queries. They will be posted on the Web site un-
der “Frequently Asked Questions.”

Ohio Historical Society Convenes Conference:
“Building Connections” to Become Largest
History Meeting in State

Imagine a venue where teachers, students, museum cura-
tors, historic preservationists, archivists, architects, and
city planners gather to learn more about Ohio history,
preservation, and revitalization. That’s a vision that J. D.
Britton, manager of the Ohio Historical Society’s Local
History Office, has shared with colleagues for almost five
years. In November, after four years of selling the concept
and a year of organizing, that vision will become a reality.

Collaborating among units of the Ohio Historical Soci-
ety and with representatives of other historical organiza-
tions, Britton assembled the largest history conference in
the state, “Building Connections: Ohio’s 2003 Confer-
ence on History, Preservation and Revitalization.” The
conference begins Thursday, November 6, and ends Sat-
urday, November 8. It will be held at the Columbus Ath-
enaeum in downtown Columbus. Those collaborating on
the project include representatives of the Ohio Historical
Society’s Ohio Historic Preservation Office, the National
Afro-American Museum & Cultural Center, the National
History Day in Ohio program, Downtown Ohio Inc.,
Heritage Ohio; the Ohio Association of Historical Soci-
eties and Museums (OHSM), the Ohio Preservation Alli-
ance (OPA), and the Society of Ohio Archivists (SOA).

“There has not been anything like this done here or any-
where else,” said Britton, who expects the conference to
draw attendees from across Ohio and perhaps nearby states.
Previously, each of the nine sponsoring groups held an
annual or biennial conference for its members. By pool-
ing their resources, the organizations are saving time, ef-
fort, and money in event planning while offering attend-
ees access to a broader conference program.

For Britton, getting all of these organizations under one
roof is logical. “Interest in history is compartmentalized—
museums, teachers, preservationists, archivists—but we
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know we have to better communicate with one another,
become aware of one another, and support the bigger pic-
ture of history,” he said.

Each organization was responsible for planning sessions
and workshops. Meetings were scheduled every three weeks
to keep scheduling on course. The primary goal of the
conference is to provide a venue where local historians,
preservationists, and archivists can meet and expand their
interests, said Jim Strider, director of historic preserva-
tion and statewide outreach services for the Ohio Histori-
cal Society. “We want to strengthen relationships among
the various entities involved in the heritage of Ohio.” “A
second but equally important goal is to run the event effi-
ciently and make it as self-supporting as possible.”

Besides the educational value of attending the sessions and
workshops, attendees can take advantage of networking
opportunities with colleagues around the state and stay
informed of key issues facing historical organizations
through panel sessions. Those attending can also visit about
30 vendors who specialize in a variety of products and
services. Displays from sponsoring organizations will also

be available.

Organizers hope the beauty of the Columbus Athenaeum,
which was added to the National Register of Historic Places
in 1997, will be another draw for the conference. Located
at 32 N. Fourth Street, the building was builtin 1898 asa
Masonic Temple by the Ancient and Accepted Scottish
Rite in a classical revival architectural style. To receive a
conference brochure, log on to <http://www.

The range of collections now accessible through the ini-
tial set of finding aids includes the papers of philanthro-
pist Julius Rosenwald, social welfare reformers Edith
Abbott and Grace Abbott, philosopher Richard P.
McKeon, Aspen Institute founder Walter Paepcke, urban
sociologist Ernest W. Burgess, educational psychologist
Allison Davis, cultural anthropologist Fred Eggan, ath-
letic coach Amos Alonzo Stagg, and anti-lynching activist
Ida B. Wells.

The sciences are represented by collections that include
the papers of zoologists Alfred E. Emerson and Frank R.
Lillie, physiologists Franklin C. McLean and Heinrich
Kliiver, and physicists Enrico Fermi and Samuel K. Allison,
as well as records of post-World War II atomic scientists’
organizations, including the Association of Los Alamos
Scientists, the Association of Oak Ridge Engineers and
Scientists, and the Association of Scientists for Atomic
Education.

As the University of Chicago Library enlarges the new
database, it is also sharing its finding aids with the RLG
Archival Resources database and the Physics History Find-
ing Aids database of the American Institute of Physics.

Oberlin, Ohio: Oberlin College Archives
Publishes Guide to Donald J. Pease Papers

Well over 200,000 individual documents chronicling the
30-year career of the late Donald J. Pease, U.S. Congress-
man for Ohio’s 13th district, 1976-1992, have been dis-
tilled into A Researchers Guide to the Donald J. Pease Pa-
pers by the Oberlin College Archives.

“The papers are a treasure trove of primary-source
materials and an incredible resource for historians and stu-
dents of national, state, and local policy,” says Archivist
Roland ]. Baumann, who initiated the guide and served
as its general editor.

Project assistant Katherine Shilton (2003) found the ex-
perience to be invaluable. “I loved the daily chance to work

with such primary documents,” said Shilton, a history
major. “Working with archives is a way of learning his-
tory like no other. It is the ultimate in hands-on history.”

“In the course of sorting the papers, I discovered not only
a firsthand account of Pease’s activities as Oberlin’s con-
gressman but also fascinating details of his work on the
1978 trade bill, which banned U.S. coffee imports from
Uganda to protest the genocidal regime of Idi Amin in
the late 1970s; the politics of workers’ compensation leg-
islation here at home; and the daily nitty-gritty of life on
Capitol Hill.”

The 136-page guide catalogues correspondence, legisla-
tive files, reports, legislative bills, clippings, campaign lit-
erature, audiovisual material, and other files generated by
Pease during more than three decades of public service in
the U.S. House of Representatives and the Ohio General
Assembly.

“The collection is particularly strong in the areas of envi-
ronment, human rights, labor, social issues, tax reform,
and trade,” Baumann states. The guide also lists docu-
ments reflecting Pease’s legislative work at state and local
levels that affected greater Lorain County, including the
communities of Elyria, Lorain, Oberlin, and Wellington.

Pease began placing his papers with the college in 1971
and, by 1993, his records totaled more than 5,000 files.
Between 1994 and 2001, Pease frequently used the col-
lection as a resource for his work as a visiting distinguished
professor of politics at Oberlin. Though the collection
had to be pared by more than 50 percent to make it acces-
sible, the methodology used to do so “successfully pre-
served the documentation of important issues and activi-
ties and captured the unique personality of Pease and his
congressional office,” says Baumann.

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Charlottesville, Virginia: Mellon Grant Lets
Libraries and Computer Scientists Join Forces
to Create New Solution for Digital Information
Management

Thanks to a generous grant from the Andrew W. Mellon
Foundation, the University of Virginia Library announces
the release of an open-source digital object repository
management system. The Fedora Project, a joint effort of
the University of Virginia and Cornell University, has now
made available the first version of a system based on the
Flexible Extensible Digital Object Repository Architec-
ture, originally developed at Cornell.

Fedora repositories can provide the foundation for a vari-
ety of information management schemes, not least among
them digital library systems. At the University of Virginia,
Fedora is being used to build a large-scale digital library
that will soon have millions of digital resources of all me-
dia and content types. It is also currently being tested by a
consortium of institutions that include the Library of
Congress, Northwestern University, Tufts University, and
others. They are building test beds drawn from their own
digital collections that they will use to evaluate the soft-
ware and give feedback to the project.

This first version of the software is designed to support a
repository containing one million objects using freely avail-
able software. It fully implements the Fedora architecture,
provides the first version of a graphical user interface to
manage the repository, and provides facilities to create and
ingest batches of objects. Fedora is being made available
as an open-source product under a Mozilla Public License.
