f persons and objects were af

fected b

the flooding , freezing and
natural events that were fa

r

beyond

our control and planning abilities .

2 ) put the paper based materials into

a freezer facility . All the paper will
need to b

e

freeze -dried . Dehumidifi
cation is

n ' t going to work very well ,

mostly because the objects a
re already

starting to mold , and dehumidifica
tion is

n ' t going to arrest themold . The
dehumidification process can heat u

p

the ai
r ,making itmoist and warm and

encouraging mold growth . Freeze
drying will keep the items d

ry

and

cold until the end , then the excess
mold and debris can b

e
removed . If

the paper has turned to pulp , discard

When removing the debris for the

surface o
f

the paper and film based

items , be aware that the debris could

b
e

mud , sewage or just dirt . Be very
careful to adhere strictly to good h

y

giene practices . Use face masks and
plastic gloves .Get a tetanus shot and
hepatitis booster if you are cut or are
spending a lot o

time in the flooded

areas . Clean your hands and exposed
areas well with a

n antibacterial soap

when done working . If there is a lot

reworking , call

in a disaster response company that is

used to working in such conditions .

Since the flooding was in the news for

weeks , it is not necessary to review

what occurred . It is important to re

member that communities and cities

in Upper Minnesota , North Dakota
and South Dakota will be cleaning u

p

debris and mud for several more
months . Areas thatwere also affected

b
y

th
e

flooding were Illinois and Iowa

and these states are a
ll

too familiar

with the event and the process needed

to extract funding and labor to do

what needs to b
e

done . Let ' s take a

quick look at what is undoubtedly a
f

fected in the areas and what actions

need to b
e

taken .

Film based materials (negatives , slides ,
microfilm and microfiche ) are going

to b
e iffy a
t

this point . If the emul
sion seems to still b

e sticking to the

base , rinse off any debris and dirt , then
hang the film u

p

to dry . If the emul
sion is n

o longer attached to the base ,

discard the items . As fo
r

photographs ,

se
e

if they a
re intact . Hang the items

u
p
to d
ry . If they a
re fragile and have

NO artifactual or monetary value ,you

ca
n

freeze -dry them . Consult a con
servator first . If the fi

lm has dried

while wet , chances are that the emul -

sion has stuck to the base and there

fore the film is destroyed , so see if it

comes apart without sticking . If so ,

great . If not , discard it .

The best news is that many items can

saved . The other news is that ifyou
are in a federal o
r

state declared disas

te
r
area , there are funds for clean u

p

and recovery . Be aware that FEMA
and the State agencies usually require

you to spend themoney first , then get
reimbursed .Organizations in theMis

to work through

your county , city or consortia .

Paper based materials need to b
e

res

cued , cleaned and dried , if possible .

At a certain point , soaked paper will

If the paper can
still be separated into individual
sheets , then 1 ) rinse o

the debris ,

mud and anything else clinging to the
outside o

the files , books and papers ;

NHPRC and Documentary Editing Projects : There were
